I hope you all are enjoying the mountains this summer. 1, too, enjoy summer, becaudeewhagital month of July rolls
around, we get to look at financial data for exactly half of our year: datiwaugh June. | thought this fiscal mid-point would
be a good opportunity for me to share these numbers with you.

The executive summary? From an expense perspective, we are nearly rigbik.oif i@ only significant factor we did not
account for was the marked, continued increase in energy costs. You wikhtsee have spent 40% more on heating costs thal
we expected. Looking at income, you'll see we’ve received in over $6,000 more thatedidgéhe half-year. This great

news, though it is worth being aware that some pledges are receivechpi @arly in the year, so receipts in the fall and winter
will likely be lower.

You may remember my spiel in January about our financial straits. Tthe fhat our pledging for this year was lower than in
years past. With significant cuts to various planned budgets, we bler® aeduce the expected 2008 deficit to about $14,000.
So far, fortunately, we are only $1,000 in the red. Good financial stewardshippbyalir parts is a significant contributor.
Truly, we have much to be thankful for!
