Since I have been in
California, I have checked my e-mail daily and communicated several times with
the Session as an e-mail group. Just a moment ago, I hung up after speaking with
Pennie, via her cell phone, as she drives down the 70 near Idaho Springs on her
way to California. Yesterday, I spoke with sons Stephen, in Berkeley, CA, and
with Michael, who was in Telluride for the annual Bluegrass Festival.

I am in California because Parkinson’s disease has finally won its stealthy but
relentless 18-year offence against my dad’s body. He died early Saturday morning, June 21.

By Saturday evening, dozens of phone calls had been made to a long list of relatives and a group e-mail had been sent to
the congregation of the Atascadero Methodist Church and other close friends alerting them of his death, some of whom
live in other countries. The next morning, the Sunday morning “Atascadero Tribune” carried an obituary informing the
city that their former councilman, mayor and police chaplain had died and included our invitation to attend the memorial
service which will be held on Saturday afternoon, June 28, at 3:00.

The ability to communicate with family and friends so quickly, and with such ease, has been such a blessing this past
week. If relationships are what give life meaning, and if the ability to communicate is the heart of every relationship, we
live in remarkable and unprecedented times. The internet and cell phone technology is often criticized for the negative
impact they can have when they are misused and abused. But as I think back on the events of this past week ... and the
past 18 months... I’'m thankful for how the ease of communication has enabled our family and friends to not only share
important information, but enabled us to express love and support at any hour of the day or night throughout this long
ordeal as if we were sitting there next to each other.

If relationships are indeed what give life depth and meaning, and the ability to communicate is the heart of every
relationship, is there someone waiting to hear from you? It’s as easy as picking up the phone. I recommend it.

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On June 15, Jessica and Jonathan Oddie played a stunning violin and piano concert to a very full and appreciative
audience. Chamber music of this kind was never intended for huge concert halls, so for us to sit in our small sanctuary
listening to such talented musical artists was a musical feast for the ears. It would have been impossible to appreciate the
subtleties of musical expression and emotion communicated by these two in a large venue or in a recording.

He was born in Singapore and did his graduate studies in Vienna, Germany, where his focus was the music of Fritz
Kriesler. Kreisler was well known virtuoso performer and composer of the early 1900’s. Several of his compositions are
easily recognizable, but Kailin will talk and play his way through an entire lifetime of his compositions. Kailin is a
remarkable person and musician who refers to himself as a “fiddler for peace”. If you want to learn more about him,
check out his website: kailinyong.com, then be sure to be a part of the audience so you may enjoy his incredible musical
offering.
