Mission Notes from – Justine Irwin 
  
The Nederland Food Distribution work group met September 24, to discuss nutrition issues within the 
community. It was noted that food resources are tightening as the economy becomes more uncertain. 
Unfortunately, the need is increasing as resources decrease. We have not reached a crisis point, but regular 
donations to the food pantry are appreciated. Please bring canned goods and other non-perishables for the 
Food Pantry on the first Sunday each month. Current needs are posted on the bulletin board. 
  
Judy Anderson is looking for a volunteer to learn the Food Pantry system, so that she can be relieved of her 
responsibilities on the second Saturday each month, the same day as the USDA food distribution program. I 
am also seeking a person to substitute for me periodically during the winter with the USDA program. If we get a 
serious snowfall, I may be unable to come up the canyon to operate the program. 
  
Zack Cramer reported on October 19, that he has 10 walkers lined up for the Crop Walk with the hope of 
enlisting a few more. Thanks, Zack for your hard work. Let's hope we earn the trophy back! 
  
The Mountain Wellness group, a quadrant work group of the Countywide Leadership Council met October 2, to 
assess the needs of the Peak to Peak Community for services and coordination thereof for Mountain residents 
in the areas of nutritional services, transportation, medical services, home care, end of life care/ education, and 
to identify special needs of elder or handicapped citizens in the mountain communities.  Anyone interested in 
this worthy project should contact Justine Irwin.

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Stewardship Sunday 
November 16, 2008 

When the word “stewardship” is brought up in the 
church, most of us immediately think of money.  
However, Biblical Stewardship is not just about 
money.  Scripture speaks of stewardship as a way of 
living responsibly with the things God has entrusted us 
to manage.   In that sense, we are all stewards of God’s 
earth.  Some are good stewards; caring, careful, 
attentive, compassionate, thoughtful and generous.  
And some are poor stewards, careless, wasteful, 
thoughtless, self-absorbed and hurtful. 
     We learn to be good stewards through practice and 
experience – and the willingness of others to trust us.  
It is never easy to turn over to someone else’s care the 
things you treasure.  There is always the possibility 
that your trust will not be honored, and that can lead to 
disappointment.  But when someone honors your trust 
by being a good steward of your treasure, your 
relationship grows along with that trust. 
     As Christians, we acknowledge who God is and 
what God has done for us:  God is the Creator, and one 
who trusts us to be good stewards of it all.   That can 
be an overwhelming truth, something we can never 

fully grasp in our lifetime.  But in the time that we 
have, we are simply asked to be the best stewards we 
can be.  This requires us to think, pray and decide 
which things we must do, and those we cannot. 
     Demands and priorities in life change for us all 
the time.  Other variables, over which we may have 
little control, come our way; an ailing parent, 
accidents, ill health, financial pressures.  These 
legitimately play into our decision-making process 
as we decide how best to use what God has entrusted 
to us. 
     Thankfully, God does not require anything of us 
beyond what God has already provided for us to use.  
We are stewards together:  God works in each of us 
to enable, support, encourage, and equip us with the 
resources and the discernment to do what is right for 
each occasion.   If we trust that of God, we can relax 
our grip and begin to experience growth in our 
relationship with God.  As Jesus taught, there is a 
very real and direct connection between spiritual 
growth and our understanding of what it means to be 
a steward of God’s gifts. 
     The traditional “stewardship season” is upon us 
and soon we will be asking you to give a percentage 
of your income to the work of the Kingdom of God 
through this church.  As you make that decision, do 
so with the motivation that already lies at the heart 
of your faith; the desire to express gratitude to God 
for what God has given you.
